REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES
March 16, 2021
Call to Order – Director Bellet called the meeting to order at 5:00 P.M.
1. Roll Call of Directors - Director Griffith, Director Dehlinger, and Director Bellet were present. District Manager Michael Fritschi and District Council Mike Rudd were present. Allan Wiard and Dennis Wiard from Oregon Hunters Association were present, as well as Chet Weichman with WWED Insurance Group. Dan Scalas from Adkins Engineering was in attendance virtually via Zoom. 
2. Meeting Minutes February 16, 2021 – Director Dehlinger moved to approve the minutes, Director Griffith seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by a unanimous vote. 
3. Monthly Financial & Investment & Accounts Payable
The Board reviewed the February 2021 financial and accounts payable report. After some minor discussion, Director Griffith moved to accept the reports, Director Dehlinger seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by a unanimous vote. 
4. Public Comment – There was no public comment.
5. New Business

a. Allen and Dennis Wiard provided a presentation to the Board regarding the role of the Oregon Hunters Association and how they could assist the District in allowing hunting on District property. The Board thanked the Wiard’s for their presentation.
b. Chet Weichman presented the health and life insurance rates for fiscal year 2021-22. The Secretary mentioned that one path forward for employees to utilize the health savings accounts (HSA) would be to have the District place the difference between the premiums for the current PPO coverage and the HSA into the employee HSA accounts. The Board took no exception to this idea but did not vote to approve. 
c. Director Griffith made a motion to appoint the Secretary as the Budget Officer for the FY 2021-22 budget, Director Dehlinger seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by a unanimous vote. 

d. The Board discussed the proposed sludge removal project as submitted by the Secretary in his memorandum. The Secretary proposes to remove sludge in one lagoon per year for the next three years. The Board provided consensus to move forward. 

e. Director Dehlinger moved to approve Resolution #218 Close US Bank Account for Investing, Director Griffith seconded the motion and the motion was approved by a unanimous vote.   
6. Old Business
a. N. Poe Valley Property 
i. The Board discussed the proposed Land Lease agreement for the District North Poe Valley Road property. The Board informed Mr. Rudd that the District would be paying irrigation fees and that the per month charge was per head or pair.
ii. The Board reviewed the updated Ground Lease Agreement with Fireserve

iii. The Board reviewed the updated Pump Easement with De’Jong.
Director Griffith made a motion to approve the proposed Land Lease Agreement for the District North Poe Valley Road property with the noted changes, the updated Ground Lease Agreement with Fireserve, and the updated Pump Easement with De’Jong, Director Dehlinger seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by a unanimous vote. 

b. The Secretary and Mr. Rudd updated the Board on the status of the District Recycled Water and Biosolids applications with Klamath County. 

c. The Board took no action regarding the sewer easement at 6320 Harlan Drive
